Staging:   

Pre-stage/ Stage:  Both pre-stage sensor and Stage sensor should be blocked 
when staging.   
 
Pre-stage/ Start
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Check LED is brightly lit on all receiver boxes.  In DP3000 program under ‘Help” 
section click on  “Diagnostic” check that all sensor indicator panels are solidly 
“RED” in color.  This indicates a solid alignment of beam across track.  A 
“Green” indicates improper alignment, dead battery/no power to transmitter, 
unplugged or failed receiver box.
